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Foreword

The purpose of this publication is to present to all users the actual
situation of production of orchards in Kosow. One of the aims of this
publication is also to provide statistical information that will help policy
makers to create conditions for the development of this sector (orchards)
to achieve growth in the production of orchards, intensification and
introduction of new technologies and varieties.

Data on orchards are analysed along with data on agricultural machinery
and other relevant information. This publication presents data on the
total area of agricultural land, area with permanent crops, area with fruit,
such as seeds, nuts, berries and nucleus fruit, as well as machinery and
support machinery.

Like other branches of agriculture, the orchards have great economic
importance and this publication will be of great benefit to all of those
working to improve fruit production, especially for agricultural policy
makers and is a basis for planning and systematic work on improving the horticulture.

Data from the Agriculture Census of 2014, presented in the publication, do not cover the whole territory of
the Republic of Kosowo. Despite all efforts, the four municipalities in northern Kosovwo (Northern Mitrovica,
Leposaviq, Zvecan and Zubin Potok) did not participate in the Agriculture Census 2014. Therefore, the
data presented in this publication are lacking these four municipalities. The data are presented as
aggregated at the national lewvel, according to the region and municipality (municipal lewel) in some cases.
Tables, graph, maps and photographs of this publication give an owveniew and detailed information of
orchards situation in Kosowo in 2014 and is are a good basis for planning and development of the orchards
sector.

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INTRODUCTION

Orchards is activity of agriculture that deals with the cultivation and processing of fruit (storage
and preparation of fruit for the market). It is a scientific discipline that applies agro-biological and
pomo-technical measures, and also studies ecological, technical and economic aspects of fruit
production. Orchards special attention pay to physiology study of nutrition, reproduction, growth
and fruit-giving, depending on pomo-technical measures and practices in different environmental
conditions of the production area, taking into account storage and quality of the cultivars of the
fruits.

Kosovo is part of the group of countries with favourable agro-ecological conditions for the
cultivation of mainland fruits. In addition to favourable agro-ecological conditions, there are
favourable economic conditions for the development of orchards. The suitable ecological
conditions allow the cultivation of successful, profitable and high quality of the fruit production.

Orchards, since early times to the present day, is one of the most profitable agricultural activity
and the most important in our country. Income from orchards are quite high compared to many
other crops. For this reason, the cultivation of fruit is considered great asset not only for farmers
but for the whole area and the country where are grown.

Cultivation of fruits affects the growth of national income. A large number of workers is involved
in areas where fruits are cultivated thus ensuring income for a better economic and social
welfare. Supremacy of cultivation of fruits is that their planting can be arranged in mountainous
areas, on slopes and higher areas where other crops can be cultivated very little or at all.

Kosovo has a long tradition in the cultivation of orchard crops such as apples, pears, plums,
cherries, sour cherries, hazelnuts, strawberries, raspberries, blackberries, etc. In the previous
period, fruit production in Kosovo was characterized by divers outdated cultivars and not very
productive, sowing the extensive and semi-intensive orchards, non-quality planting material, low
level of application of agro-pomo-technical measures, inadequate scientific-agricultural
management practices and lack of adequate facilities for fruit storing.

In recent years, the planted area with intensive orchards are growing together with various
cultivars and contemporary sub-shrubs, by applying high level of production technology. Despite
the favourable conditions and traditional cultivation of fruits in Kosovo, agricultural statistics show
that the growth of orchards and fruit production is not yet at a level to which they are wrestlers
and agro-ecological potential.
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1. ORCHARDS IN KOSOVO

Kosovo has favorable agro-ecological conditions for the cultivation of all continental fruit crops.
Thanks to the Agricultural Census in the Republic of Kosovo, which was conducted in November
2014, for the first time we have detailed statistical data on the situation of orchards in the country.

According to the Census of Agriculture in 2014, Agricultural Holdings in Kosovo have used a total
of 512 000.29 ha of land (owned and leased) by which the area of the agricultural land used is
413 635.16 ha. This is 41.8% of the total land area in Kosovo. The average area of agricultural
land used per Agricultural Holding was 3.2 ha. Holdings with 2-5 ha of utilized area of agricultural
land are the most common (23.3%). Of the total area of utilized agricultural land, most of it
belongs to meadows and pastures (54.3%), which are followed by arable land - fields (43.6%),
perennial crops (1.9%) and gardens (0.3%).

Land area planted with perennial crops is 7 788.23 ha. Fruit belong to the group of perennial
crops and, according to statistical data, the group has area of 390.24 hectares planted with fruit.
From this, 3 519.66 ha are plantations of fruit trees. Number of Agricultural Holdings with
plantations of fruit trees is 11 677 while Agricultural Holdings that grow fruit trees extensively are
95 064. Agricultural Holdings with plantations of fruit grow on average 0.3 ha. Most of the area of
plantations of fruit is planted with apples (56.1%) and plum (19.9%). Apples and plums are also
the most important types of fruit that are cultivated in extensive orchards in Kosovo (apples in this
sector is spread with 34.3% and plums 24.8%).

The results of these data show that in Kosovo the area planted with crops of fruit is smaller
compared to the favorable agro-ecological conditions. In comparison with EU countries, Kosovo
has four (4) times smaller Agricultural Holdings by the average size of Agricultural Holding, by
area of utilized agricultural land. The similarity is greater with neighboring countries (Montenegro
and Serbia).

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2.1. Area planted with fruit crops

Land area used for growing crops in Kosovo is quite fragmented. Planting the orchard crops are
part of the general crops. These agricultural holdings grow different types of fruit in an area of 4
390.24 hectares, where 80.2% are plantations of fruit, while 19.8% are extensive orchards.

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Agricultural Holdings with plantation of fruit grow in average 0:30 ha of fruit plantations. The size
of the Agricultural Holdings with fruit with the area of 0.1-0.3 ha are most usual fruit plantations,
or these constitute 37.4%, and also the majority of fruit plantations are cultivated in Agricultural
Holdings with 0.1-0.3 ha of fruit plantations.

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Based on the data presented in Gaph 2, the apples are the fruit crop with the largest share by
56.1% or 1,973.19 ha, followed by plums with 19.9% (699.39 ha), pears by 6.0% (210.10 ha),
raspberries 4.0% (141.30 ha), and sour cherry 3.6% (125.38 ha). Other fruits cultivated in Kosovo
participate with 10.5%.

Apples also dominate in extensive orchards with 34.3%, followed by plums with 24.8% and pears
with 15.0%.

a. Plantations of fruit according to the region in Kosovo

According to statistical data of the Agricultural Census 2014, there are 11 677 Agricultural
Holdings in Kosovo with area planted with fruit plantations by 3 519.66 ha. Number of fruit trees,
shrubs in plantations is 4 647.510. The detailed data are presented in Graph 3:

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Based on the data presented in graph 3, the largest area with plantations of fruits is in the region
of Prishtina (758.31 ha) followed by the region of Peja with (749.00 ha), Gjilan (588.19 ha),
Prizren (448.88 ha), Ferizaj (342.00 ha), Gjakova (332.53 ha), while the least area planted with
plantations of fruits is the region of Mitrovica (300.75 ha).

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b. Cultivation of fruit outside plantations

In Kosovo there is a considerable area of extensive plantations of cultivation of fruits. Number of
Agricultural Holdings is 95 064 while the number of fruit trees outside plantations is 2 330 489.

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Based on the data presented in Graph 4, the region with the largest number of fruit trees, shrubs
outside plantation is Prishtina (620 344 fruit trees or 26%), Prizren (464 265), Mitrovica (294
771), Peja (276 598) Ferizaj (255 184), Gilan (210 968), and with the least fruit trees outside
plantation has Gjakova (208 359).

The reflections below analyse the situation and productivity of species of continental fruits by
observing advancement opportunities of the fruit production, given the major changes that the
orchards in Kosovo is facing as a consequence of socio-economic transition of the country.

Although Kosovo has great potentials for exporting fruit, due to the early ripening of certain
species of fruits compared with some other countries, the results are not satisfactory. These
opportunities of production of fruits that Kosovo possesses are not being utilized as is the cheap
labor force and favorable agro-ecological conditions.

For the development of orchards, as very important branch of agriculture and the economy in
general, it is necessary to rely on scientific knowledge, developed infrastructure, modern
cultivation and processing technology, advanced competitive business environment and
innovation.

Below we will present data for the most important fruit crops grown in our country.



2. SEEDFRUIT

Apples, pears, quince and medlar are species of seed fruit that require application of high
technology during cultivation but are also extremely accumulative. Compared to other types of
seed fruit, the biggest changes have been made in the technology of apple cultivation.

3.1. Apple

The standard in apple production technology is the establishment of intensive plantations with
dense planting with anti-hail systems and point-to-point irrigation systems. Such orchards should
also be followed by contemporary cultivars as the market demands. Contemporary orchards yield
on average between 50 and 70 tons per hectare, with a high investment per unit area.

The natural conditions in Kosovo, and especially in some regions, are very favorable to the
cultivation of seed fruits. No kind of fruit can bring as much revenue as apples, if modern
technology is used in production.

From the group of deciduous continental fruits, apple is the most important fruit. Apples are eaten
throughout the year. In addition to eating fresh fruits, they can be used for various types of
processing such as: frozen and processed (juice, concentrates, apple cider, vinegar, etc.). For
production, marketing and consumption, apple is among the fruits in third place in the world after
citrus and bananas.

China is the first country to produce fruits (33.3 million tons), which is nearly half of world
production, followed by the US (4.3 million tons). (FAO, 2012. http://faostat.fao.org.)

Approximately 14.3 million tons of apples were produced in 28 EU countries in 2014. Apples are
produced in almost all EU member states, although far from other countries, Poland, Italy and
France are the largest producers compared to other countries the EU.

Apples are the most commonly used seed crops in Kosovo, compared to other crops. There are
now planted plantations of 1 973.19 ha. The increase of the area with the apple crops has come
thanks to the rise of intensive orchards with large number of saplings per unit of area. Compared
to other types of fruits, the biggest changes have been made in the apple cultivation technology.

Within the regions of Kosovo there are great differences in relief thus determining the climatic
localities. Differences in climate, especially temperatures and precipitation, significantly affect the
production of fruit. The part of Dukagjini, compared to the other parts of Kosovo, has much more
favorable conditions for the cultivation of all continental fruits, and especially apples are
successfully cultivated.

In the period 2007-2013, according to the Kosovo Statistical Agency, apple crops show growth

trend. This period included 23% of the area planted with apple. In 2013, apple production in

Kosovo was 16 786 tons. Due to the failure to meet the needs of consumers with fruit, 13 000

tons of freshappl es wer e i mported from different countr|
which is 10% less thanin2012.1 n gener al, during 2013oftevalde i mp
of the fresh apples and for processing. Import of apple fruit is usually from January to July and in

this period the apple prices are higher. In 2015, the subventional budget allocated by MAFRD is

1 million euro (Source: MAFRD DAESB 2015).

From the total area planted with pome fruit, the apple is mostly cultivated in Peja (523 00 ha),
Prishtina (379.99 ha), Gjilan (276.60 ha), Prizren (226.32 ha) Mitrovica (196.37 ha), Ferizaj
(194.21 ha), while the lowest is in Gjakova (176.70 ha.).

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The results of the Agriculture Census in 2014 have shown that the municipality of Istog has the
largest area planted with apples with 272.63 ha or with 336 133 apple fruit trees in the plantation,
then the municipality of Peja (176.70 ha with 142 989 planted apple trees in plantation), the
municipality of Prishtina with 111.93 ha with 112 713 planted apple trees in the plantation, Ferizaj
104.28 ha with 121 627 planted apple trees in the plantation, Skenderaj 94.55 ha with 92 962
planted apple trees in the plantation, while municipality of Ranillug is with the least planted apple

fruit trees with 2.13 ha with 1914 planted apple trees in the plantation.

Based on the data of the Agriculture Census 2014, in Kosovo there are 86 903 agricultural
holdings that have planted 800 193 apple fruit trees outside plantations.

The largest number of agricultural holdings has Prishtina 22 439, while the lowest is in Gjakova 8
418 agricultural holdings. The largest number of apple trees planted outside the plantation has
Prishtina (192 409), Prizren (150,589), Peja (120 884), and the least has Gjilan (63 616).

The largest number of apple holdings is in Podujevé (6 358), Suhareka (5 824), Malishevé (5
449), Lipjan (4 969), Ferizaj (5 167) and at least is in the municipality of Kllokot (90). The largest
number of apple trees planted outside the plantation is in Suhareka (64 045), Istog (56 373)
Podujeva (56 252), Ferizaj (43 773), Skenderaj (43 155) and with the least distributed apple frut
trees outside plantations is in the municipality of Mamusha, only 447 apple fruit trees.
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3.2. Pear

Pear from its spread is the second in the group of seed fruit. Pear has reserved such great
importance thanks to high nutritional value, extensive use as fresh and for industrial processing.
Pear is interesting for cultivation because it has an extremely long season of consumption which
begins in the second half of June and ends at the end of April.

Pear is the fruit of the northern hemisphere of the earth. Asia as the continent is the largest
producer of pears with 49.23% of world production, followed by Europe with 21.35%. The largest
producer of pear is China (15.2 million tons), the US (0.74 million tons). The largest pear
producer in Europe in 2010 (WAPA, 2012) was ltaly (680 000 tons), Spain (456 000 tons) and
Belgium (285 000 tons).

On the basis of the data from the Agriculture Census of 2014 for the Republic of Kosovo, Table 3
shows that orchards crops with plantations of pears in Kosovo are planted on an area of 210.10
ha, where the number of pear fruit trees in the plantation is 211,516. From this area, the
plantations of pears are largerly in the region of Prishtina (46.44 ha), Prizren (37.16 ha), Gjilan
(36.80 ha) and the least planted area with pears is Gjakova region (14.99 ha).

According to the statistics from the Agriculture Census 2014, presented according to municipality
in the annex table, the largest number of agricultural holdings is in the municipalities of Klina
(248), Malisheva (244), Suhareka (230), Gjakova (186), Peja (184), Prishtina (158), Gjilan (118),
while the lowest number of agricultural holdings is in the municipality of Mamusha (5).

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The largest areas planted with the pear crops are found in the municipalities: Suhareka (18.89
ha), Klina (18.81 ha), Prishtina (17.67 ha), Kamenica (15.20 ha), Gjilan (13.52 ha), Vushtrri (9.45
ha) Ferizaj (9.07 ha), Gjakova (6.82 ha), and the least area planted with pear is in the
municipality of Junik (0.19 ha).

The number of fruit plant trees in the plantation according to municipality, the largest is in the
municipality of Klina (35 526), Prishtina (18 296), Lipjan (18 070), Suhareka (17 594), Kamenica
(12 686), Gjilan (11 539), Prizren has (48 41) while with the least fruit trees in the plantation is the
municipality of Junik (158).

3.3. Quince

Quince is a fruit that is not very prevalent in Kosovo. Plantations of quince in Kosovo are 26.38
hectares or (18 009 quince fruit trees in the plantation). The region of Prizren has the largest
plantations planted on an area of 6.76 ha or 3,972 fruit trees, followed by the region of Gjilan with
5.21 ha or 3 689 fruit trees. The least planted are with quince is in the Mitrovica region with 0.93
ha or 488 fruit trees in the plantation.

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Quince is largerly planted in the municipality of Gjilan (3.19 ha), Malishevé (2.56 ha), Prizren
(2.12 ha) Suhareka (1.87 ha), Prishtina (1.37 ha), Istog (1.15 ha), Gjakova (1.20 ha), and with
least planted area with quince is in Mitrovica (0.20 ha). Source: Agriculture Census in Republic of
Kosovo 2014.

3.4. Medlar

Medlar is one of the pear-shaped fruits which is not very prevalent in Kosovo due to the small
customer requirements, its nutritional value and its use in the processing industry. The area
planted with medlars in Kosovo is 21.40 ha, o 14 858 medlar fruit trees in the plantation. Most of
the areas planted with medlar are in the Prizren region 4.76 ha, while at least is in the Mitrovica
region with 0.97 hectares or 532 medlar fruit trees in the plantation. Source: Agriculture Census
in the Republic of Kosovo 2014.

The largest area planted with medlar is in the municipality of Klina (2.75 ha) followed by
municipality of Prizren (2.10 ha), Podujeva (2.06 ha), Gjakova (1.42 ha), Suhareka (1.31 ha) and
with the least area planted with medlar is Vitia municipality (0.22 ha).

3. NUCLEUS FRUIT

They are a group of fruit that are very important for cultivation in Kosovo as their fruits are widely
used for eating fresh, for forage and processing in processing industries. Nucleus fruits occupy
the largest area after the apple crops. In this group the first place is plum and sour cherry, while
other crops are represented with the lower area and lower number of these fruit trees.

Unfortunately, a large part of these plantations are extensive with low levels of application of
contemporary agricultural technology, or sometimes even with the lack of application of any
meaure in the orchard. The production of nucleus fruit is represented in all parts of Kosovo. In
such widespread through Kosovo, among others, have contributed the highly favorable natural
conditions for cultivation.

4.1. Plums

Plums in Kosovo is the second orchard culture after the apple that is most prevalent. According
to the Agriculture Census of the Republic of Kosovo in 2014, Table 4 shows that the plum-plowed
area is 699.39 ha or 489 220 planted trees in the plantation.

Region of Prishtina has the largest area planted with plums with 215.46 ha or 152.756 planted
plums fruit trees in the plantation, followed by the Gjilan region with 151.69 ha or 117 479 planted
trees in the plantation, Peja region with 106.03 ha or 68 994 planted trees in the plantation, while
with the least area planted with plums fruit trees is in the Ferizaj region with 39.35 ha or 27.958
fruit trees in the plantation.

Based on the data of the Kosovo Agency of Statistics, the plums production for 2013 was 24 433
tons. Kosovo in 2013 imported about 299 tons of fresh plum, while as processed plum has
imported very small amount of 0.2 tons, which if generally estimated Kosovo has imported 299.2
tons of plums.

The largest number of agricultural holdings is the Prishtina region, 20 388, which cultivates 181
595 plum fruit trees outside plantations, while the lowest number of agricultural holdings is the

Gjakova region with 6 687, cultivating 47 642 plums fruit trees outside plantations.

Plums domestically produced meets about 98% of local market needs, but a small amount of
plums fruit is imported in the period when domestic plums are not found on the market. In
Kosovo, most of the plum fruit production is oriented in the industrial processing sector and within
households.

4.2. Cherry

In Kosovo, according to the Agriculture Census in the Republic of Kosovo 2014, the area planted
with cherries is 50.59 ha or 32 745 cherry fruit trees in the plantation. Cherry culture is mostly
planted in the region of Prishtina with 15.81 ha or 8 299 planted cherry fruit trees in plantation,
while with the least planted area with cherry is the Peja region with 1.06 ha or 521 cherry tree
plants in plantation.

According to the statistical data presented in Table 2 (in annex), the largest area planted with
cherry culture is in the municipality of Podujeva (7.25 ha), followed by municipality of Prizren
(5.85 ha), the municipality of Prishtina (5.24 Ha), while with the least planted area with cherry is
Istok municipality (0.09 ha).

According to the statistical data presented in Table 7, Kosovo has 35 519 agricultural holdings
which have total of 96 037 cherry fruit trees outside plantations. The region with the highest
agricultural holdings is the region of Prishtina with 9 478 agricultural holdings with 26 426 planted
cherry fruit trees, while the region with the least agricultural holdings is Gjakova which has 2 166
agricultural holdings with 5 228 planted cherry fruit trees outside plantations.

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4.3. Sour cherry

Sour cherry is the fruit that occupies the second place after the plum fruit-like group. In Kosovo,
there are 125.38 ha or 126 613 of sour cherry fruit trees planted in plantation. The Gjilan region
occupies the first place with 64.48 ha or 83 231 sour cherry fruit trees planted in plantation, while
sour cherries are at least planted in Mitrovica region with 1.75 ha or 775 sour cherry fruit trees

planted in the plantation.

The region that has the highest number of agricultural holdings is Prishtina region with 7 054
agricultural holdings, with 20 148 planted sour cherry trees, while the region with the least
number of agricultural holdings is Gjakova region with 1 804 agricultural holdings, with planted 5
038 sour cherry fruit trees outside plantation.
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4.4. Peach

The biggest successes of peaches is reached in the vineyard regions due to the specific
requirements on agro-ecological conditions. Peaches in Kosovo are not planted on the desired
area. The largest area planted with this culture is in the western part of Kosovo. Peaches in
Kosovo are planted in 27.99 ha or 21 705 peach fruit trees planted in the plantation. The region

where peache is cultivated mostly is Prizren with 10.75 ha or 8 065 peach fruit trees, and with at
least is in the Ferizaj region with 0.65 ha or 306 peach fruit trees planted in plantation.

4.5. Apricots

Apricots due to its sensitivity to late spring frosts in Kosovo are sown in an area of 23.12 ha or
18.550 of this fruit tree. Apricot is mostly planted in the Gjilan region with 7 45 ha or 7 544 fruit
trees, followed by Prizren with 6.99 ha or 3 831 trees planted in the plantation. Apricots are least
planted in the Mitrovica region with 0.80 ha or 450 plants planted in plantation.

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4. NUTS

In the group of fruit or fruit of walnuts, hazelnuts, and chestnuts, which are fruits with a small
amount of water, but are concentrated fruit with nutrient and energy. In this group the greatest
importance is of nuts and hazelnuts. This group of fruits is rightly called the future fruits because
they contain very large amounts of vegetable fats, proteins, minerals, vitamins, and so on.

5.1. Walnuts

In Kosovo are planted 47.77 hectares or 23 786 of walnuts fruit trees in plantation. Out of this,
the area in Gjilan region has 9.93 ha or 3 237 walnuts tree fruits, followed by Peja region with
9.67 ha (4 211 tree fruits), Prizren with 8.51 ha (5 083 fruit trees), and with the least is Mitrovica
region 2.08 ha or 894 walnuts tree ftuits.

In recent years there has been a great interest of farmers to plant walnuts by planting the weaker
cultivars (varieties), which are not so much grown in the crown or the body, that is, they are lower
than the previous varieties ), and especially the American cultivars (varieties) (which do not grow
much in troops, branches).

5.2. Hazelnuts

In Kosovo since 1982 starts setting up orchards with hazelnut culture by applying new
contemporary technologies with contemporary cultivars with high biological properties. It is the
nuts group of fruit with the largest surface area in plantation. With this crop fruit in Kosovo is
planted an area of 87.65 ha or 68 625 hazelnut fruit trees in plantation. The largest area with this
native culture is in Peja region with 52.17 ha or 37 908 bushes in the plantation, while with the
least planted is the Gjakova region with 1.73 ha or 2 390 bushes in plantation.

5.3. Chestnuts

In Kosovo with chestnut fruit trees are planted 24.41 ha or 5 466 planted fruit trees in the
plantation. The largest planted area is in the Peja region with 9.93 ha or 1 986 chestnut fruit
trees, while the least planted area is the Prishtina region with 0.80 hectares or 302 chestnut fruit
trees in the plantation.

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5. BERRIES

The strawberry, together with raspberry, blueberry, are part of the group of berry fruits that are of
great importance for further spreading in Kosovo. These fruits have little fruit, but because of their
nutritional value and economic importance, they are not far behind from other types of fruits. In
the Agriculture Census of 2014, the strawberry is included with the vegetable group.

6. 1. Strawberry

The strawberry, in the classical sense, is not part of the fruit trees but in the group of perennial
herbaceous fruits, where the permanent place in cultivation usually stands for two or three years.
This fruit crop is cultivated in closed and open environments. For this, this plant often changes. In
the statistical Agriculture Census in the Republic of Kosovo 2014, in the final results, this fruit
crop is recorded in the vegetable group.

With strawberries in Kosovo are planted 200.60 ha with 2 228 agricultural holdings. The largest
area planted with this fruit is in the Prishtina region with 51.46 ha, followed by Mitrovica region
with an area of 50.33 ha, while Prizren with 42.60 ha, Gjakova with 16.04 ha, Gjilan with 14.38
ha, Ferizaj with 13.32 ha, and Peja with 12.47 ha.

Skenderaj is the municipality with mostly planted area with this fruit, with 33.48 hectares of area,
followed by Suhareka municipality with 29.11 ha, Podujeva with 24.67 ha, while with the least
planted area with strawberries is Graganica with 0.35 ha.

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6.2 Raspberry

Due to its importance and its spread, according to the Agriculture Census in the Republic of
Kosovo 2014, raspberry is after strawberry. In Kosovo there are 419 agricultural holdings with
planted area of 141.30 ha with raspberries, while the number of raspberry fruit trees in the
plantation is 1 216 497. The largest area planted with raspberry is in the region of Ferizaj with
42.58 ha or (391 704 fruit trees), followed by the region of Prishtina with 37.51 ha (340 900
trees), Prizren with 35.29 ha (294 091 fruit trees), while with the least planted area is Peja region
with 0.78 ha (6 238 fruit trees).

6.3. Blackberry

The first blackberry orchards rose in 1979 in the municipality of Gjilan. Despite the favorable
agroecological conditions, blackberries in Kosovo are still not spread on the area as there are
opportunities and conditions for cultivation. It is cultivated in an area of 14.71 ha (49 607 fruit
trees). The largest area with blackberries is located in Ferizaj (4.43 ha), Prishtina (4.20 ha),
Prizren (2.49 ha), Gjakova (2.16 ha), Gjilan (1.09 ha), Mitrovica (0.27 ha), and with the least area
planted with blackberries is Peja region (0.07 ha.).

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6.4. Blueberry

Recent years in Kosovo the American blueberry (Vaccinium corymbosum L.) is being cultivated
in the most of the area. According to the data of Agriculture Census 2014, 14.37 ha of
blueberries are planted in the Republic of Kosovo. The region where the blueberries is cultivated
mostly is Gjakova with 7.83 ha (22.066 bushes in plantation), Prizren 4.15 ha (19.508 bushes),
Gjilan 2.00 ha (2000 bushes), while the region with the least area planted with blueberries is
Mitrovica 0.02 ha.

The number of agricultural holdings cultivating other fruit outside the plantation in Kosovo is 2
885 which cultivate 9 255 of fruit trees outside plantation. Most of the agricultural holdings are in
Prizren (914), Prishtina (617), Ferizaj (396), Gjakova (340), Mitrovica (218), Gjilan (209) and with
the least are in Peja region (191 agricultural holdings). The Prizren region has the largest number
of other fruit trees planted outside plantation (2 957), then Prishtina (2 495), Ferizaj (1 100),
Gjakova (1 014), Peja (658), Mitrovica (542) and with at least is the Gjilan region (490 fruit trees
planted outside plantations).
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6. PRODUCTIONOF FRUIT TREE SEEDLINGS

The successful development of orchards is conditioned by the most qualitative and standardized
production of seedlings material selected by the best cultivars and subclasses through clonal
selection. These cultivars and subclasses should be as convenient, compatible, well-developed,
guaranteed as sound, especially tested for virozes and dangerous quarantine pests.

The qualitative production of seedlings material imposes the need for the most recent scientific
achievements of the science and technology in the field of orchards, which can only be applied to
the well-organized seedling, to have good terrestrial surface which has the possibility of irrigation
and equipped with contemporary mechanization with qualified professionals.

For the successful growth of an orchard, one of the key factors is the provision of sound and
quality of seedling material.

Increasing application of dense orchards planting in Kosovo increases the demand for higher
amounts of planting material, which will impact on the growth and improvement of seedling
production.

Over the last few years in Kosovo, many farmers are engaged in the production of fruit tree
seedling material, but they produce one-year non-branched seedlings with premature and not
well-developed branches.

Today, in this field, countries with developed orchards are implementing new technologies and
methods that increase the percentage of the quality of seedlings. The planting material producers
of our country and our experts are trying to adapt to the European standards for seedling
production and are advocating for radical changes in this field. Achieving standardization of
planting material according to EU requirements is neither easy nor fast.

The production of seedlings material in Kosovo still does not meet the needs and requirements
and standards of planting material production. In Kosovo there is a surface of 94.51 hectares
planted with seedlings of trees and berries trees with a total of 401 agricultural holdings.
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7. MACHINERY AND SUPPORT MECHANISMS

The use of machinery and equipment of modern mechanization in orchards is of great
importance, as in the considerable increase in labor productivity, replacement of workers in
difficult physical jobs, improvement of the quality of work, introduction of modern production
technology, ect. Therefore the use of machinery is very important because, in some cases, the
work productivity increases by hundred times.

In developed regions, equipped with modern machineries, all operations are more efficient and
carried out faster, within agro-technical terms, with a good probability of achieving high yields, so
motivating young people to stay in Agriculture is significantly higher.

In recent years, in our country are growing dense plantations that require special production
technologies which can not be realized without modern machinery. The development and
introduction of modern machinery in orchards production is a key factor for the successful
introduction of new technologies in orchards.

8.1 Tractors

Agricultural Households in the Republic of Kosovo, in 2014, owned 66 306 tractors, of which 65
859 or 99% were owned by Agricultural Households and 447 or 1% owned by Legal Entities that
carried out agricultural activities. Every second Agriculture Household owns a tractor. There are
16 tractors used for 100 hectares of used agricultural land. Most tractors are single-axle tractors
(87%). More than 73% of all tractors owned by Agricultural Holdings in 2014 have been older
than 20 years.

Based on the data presented in Table 4 as an annex, farm machinery and equipment owned by
the plantations of fruits is 3 520 ha and the number of tractors is 8,043 for 11 677 agricultural
holdings.

The largest number of tractors, 1 599, is in the Peja region, followed by Gjakova region 1 578,
Prishtina 1 434, Prizren 1 151, Gjilan 995, Mitrovica 589 and the lowest number of tractors has
Ferizaj region 248.

The mixers for tractors in Kosovo are 1 352. The largest number of mixers are in the Gjakova
region 401, Peja 320, Prizren 223, Pristina 147, Gjilan 119, Mitrovica 74 and the region with the
least mixers for tractors is Ferizaj with 68.
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8.2. Sprayers

The use of sprayers in orchards is one of the most important factors in the maintenance of new
and existing plantations which are in production of fruit. In countries with increasingly developed
orchards, only specialized sprayers are used against diseases of crops and pests.

According to the Agriculture Census of 2014, the number of agricultural holdings and sprayers for
trees is presented in Table 18.
